¢ HOI together with the University of

Georgia School of Agriculture and
Food Science and the Rotary Clubs
of Honduras are driving the delivery
of a Hunger Eradication Program in
Honduras headed by Emelisa Calle-
jas. The Ranch hosts a workshop
organized by UGA and HOI for the
National Rotary Clubs in November.

Delta Airlines begins operations
from Atlanta to Tegucigalpa on De-
cember 18, 2008. Delta is currently
conducting test runs and pilot train-
ing on landings and takeoffs from
Tocontin.

HOI has been requested by FEDE-
HCO, a Honduran NGO, to study the
feasibility of operating a second fa-
cility near the municipality of Gra-
cias called El Molino. Gracias is lo-
cated in the Department of Lempira
in North Central Honduras, two
hours outside of San Pedro Sula and
45 minutes from Copan.

“In the beginning God
created the heavens and
the earth”. Sometimes
when one is flying in the
heavens, one needs a
second try to reach the
earth. It is customary to
applaud when the pilot
lands the plane in Tegu-
cigalpa. His first attempt
did not feel right so he
came in for a second
landing and did a great
job! We were safe in the
land God created called
Honduras.

God said, “Let the land
produce vegetation: seed
-bearing plants and trees
on the land that bear
fruit with seed in it, ac-
cording to their various
kinds.” The lands in Hon-
duras are so full of God’s
vegetation and seed, it’s
a spiritual thing driving
through the peaks and
valleys of the mountains.
A variety of trees and
bushes make up forests
that we have never seen
in Texas, and the green is
a green that God hand
painted that will never
fade.

“So God created human
beings in his own image.”
The people of San Pedro
Cruz in Olancho are
members of True commu-

nity who express True
hospitality. Their eyes
are brown and you can
see their spirit in them.
Their faces have a smile
so genuine that you are
unable to look away. And
the laughs are so conta-
gious and the language is
spoken with smiles, facial
expressions, and lots of
hand gestures.

¢ We have 14 vehicles at Rancho El Paraiso and if you’ve ridden on the roads of
the Agalta Valley, you’ll understand why each vehicle goes through two com-
plete sets of tires and shocks every year. The vehicle maintenance program
needs help. It costs HOI $65,000 per year to maintain our vehicles and we are
in need of raising $20,000 in the next three months. If you feel a call to help,
please send your checks in any amount to our office in Atlanta and designate
the donation as “vehicle maintenance”.

¢ We treat 10,000 patients a year out of our clinics in Honduras. We charge 50
cents for a visit to the doctor or dentist- and that includes any medication the
patient needs. It costs HOI $120,000 to run our clinics and we are not sup-
ported by any foundations. We are currently looking at a deficit of $65,000 for
